SCIENCE:
S4CS1 Records Investigations 

Students will be aware of the importance of curiosity, honesty, openness, and skepticism in science and will exhibit these traits in their own efforts to understand how the world works.

Carefully distinguish observations from ideas and speculation about those observations.

a. Keep records of investigations and observations and do not alter the records later.

Make sketches to aid in explaining scientific procedures or ideas.

Support statements with facts found in books, articles, and databases, and identify the sources used.

Scientific investigations may take many different forms, including observing what things are like or what is happening somewhere, collecting specimens for analysis, and doing experiments.

Clear and active communication is an essential part of doing science. It enables scientists to inform others about their work, expose their ideas to criticism by other scientists, and stay informed about scientific discoveries around the world.

S4L1 Roles of Organisms and Flow of Energy in an Ecosystem
Students will describe the roles of organisms and the flow of energy within an ecosystem.

S4L1a Producers, Consumers, and Decomposers 

Identify the roles of producers, consumers, and decomposers in a community.

S4L1b Food Web/Chain 

Demonstrate the flow of energy through a food web/food chain beginning with sunlight and including producers, consumers, and decomposers.

S4L1c Impact of Change on Ecosystems 

predict how changes in environment would affect a community (ecosystem) of organisms.

S4L1d Effects of Population 

Predict effects on a population if some of the plants or animals in the community are scarce or if there are too many.

S4L2 Survival and Extinction of Organisms  

Students will identify factors that affect the survival or extinction of organisms such as adaptation, variation of behaviors (hibernation), and external features (camouflage and protection).

S4L2a Protective Adaptations 

Identify external features of organisms that allow them to survive or reproduce better than organisms that do not have these features (for example: camouflage, use of hibernation, protection, etc.).
